After upgrading to MS Office 2007, some of the buttons and dropdown menus may not work.  Follow one of the 3 Options below to adjust the macro security setting in Access.

Option 1. Create a Shortcut on your Desktop with Runtime


Right click on the desktop


Click, New

Click, Shortcut

In the “Type the location of the item” field, enter the following: C:\TMS\tms7.mdb /runtime


(Hint: there is a space between .mdb and /runtime)


Click, Next

Enter a name, such as TMS 7

Click, Finish
When you open TMS, you may get a warning that says, “A potential security concern has been identified.”  Click, Open.
Option 2. Enable VBA Macros.

Open TMS 7 and perform the following 3 steps as shown below.  

(This will have to be done each time you open TMS.)
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Trusted Locations.
For macros in documents not in a trusted location:

Disable all macros without notification
Disable all macros with notification

Disable all macros except digtally signed macros

Enable all macros (not recommended; potentially dangerous code can run)
